“But Be of Good Cheer; I Have Overcome the World” 
 

In John 16:33, Jesus offers one of the most comforting and courageous statements in all of Scripture: “In the 
world ye shall have tribulation: but be of good cheer; I have overcome the world.” In a single sentence, He 
acknowledges the reality of our struggles while declaring the certainty of His victory. This is not simply encourage-
ment—it is an anchor for our souls.  

When Jesus tells us to be of good cheer, He is not asking us to deny our difficulties. He knows and understands 
the weight of human burdens because He carried them Himself. Isaiah reminds us that He was “a man of sor-
rows, and acquainted with grief” (Isaiah 53:3). Jesus understands every fear, every disappointment, every battle 
we face. Yet He points us to look beyond them—to His triumph. 

To overcome the world means that Jesus has conquered everything that stands against God’s purpose for His 
people: sin, fear, death, and the power of darkness. Through His resurrection, He proved that no worldly force 
can defeat Him. Paul echoes this truth in Romans 8:37 when he writes, “In all these things we are more than 
conquerors through him that loved us.” Our victory is not found in our own strength but in our Saviour’s finished 
work. 

The words of Jesus in John 16:33 were spoken just before His arrest and crucifixion. Give that some thought. On 
the eve of His greatest suffering, He encouraged His disciples. He gave them peace before the storm. This re-
minds us that God often equips us with His promises before we face our trials. He speaks peace so that we may 
walk through challenges with confidence. 

When we look around today, the world can feel overwhelming—conflict, uncertainty, illness, loss, and pressures 
of every kind. But Jesus’ command stands firm: Be of good cheer. This does not mean naïve optimism. It means 
choosing hope because we know the One who holds the final word. As Psalm 46:1 declares, “God is our refuge 
and strength, a very present help in trouble.” We are not abandoned; we are supported by the Almighty. 

Being of good cheer also means living with the joy of Christ inside us. Nehemiah 8:10 tells us, “The joy of the Lord 
is your strength.” Christian joy is not dependent on circumstances. It flows from a deep, abiding confidence that 
God is for us and with us. Jesus’ victory is not only historical—it is personal. He overcame the world for you. 

May we always choose cheer—not the shallow cheer of pretending everything is fine, but the deep cheer rooted 
in Christ’s victory. When difficulties arise, repeat His promise: “He has overcome the world.” When anxiety whis-
pers, remember His peace: “My peace I give unto you” (John 14:27). When the future feels uncertain, hold fast to 
His assurance: “Lo, I am with you always” (Matthew 28:20). 

May our hearts be strengthened, our steps made steady, and our spirits uplifted by the words of our Saviour. 

Take heart, Brothers and Sisters, Jesus has overcome—and through Him so shall we. 

May we gather the capacity to draw on God’s innate strength.
